JUST WHAT IS THE ANGLICAN COMMUNION ANYWAY?

The words “Anglican” and “Anglican Communioappear often in news reports about the Episcopal
Church. “Anglican” usually refers to any of thei@nal church provinces that trace their foundat@mn
the missionary efforts of the Church of Englanthnglican Communion” is a term that is used to
suggest the kinship and ties that all church proasnhave with one another as a result of theiirgrig
Thus, the Episcopal Church is a part of the Angli€@mmunion. So also is the Church of Canada, the
Church in the Province of Southern Africa, the HGtholic Church of Japan, etc.

Prior to the mid-eighteenth century there wa#\nglican Communion. The missionary effortsh t
Church of England in the 1700s resulted in the dnm of five colonial groups of churches, which wer
linked to the English Church and its leader, thehdishop of Canterbury. The first of these progsic



consisted of the Anglican congregations in CanadaQ), followed by the Episcopal Church in this
country, the Episcopal Church of Scotland, the Chum Southern Africa, and the Church in
Australia.

Formed by the parishes in this country thlioveed the style of worship and church government o
their English counterparts, the Episcopal Churdh)endesiring to remain loyal to the form of worshi
that made use of an official Prayer Book and kaphfwith an ancient pattern of creed, sacramet, a
Bible, nevertheless departed significantly fromEtsglish mother church in the way that it goverited
life. Our bishops were elected, not appointedigy@rown; our parishes were under the control @if th
lay members, not just the clergy; and our PrayeskBand worship reflected the life of this land aisd
people.

In 1865, some Anglican provinces began to wthvat different churches might adopt new or
unorthodox ideas about such things as the Bibéeds, and church order. The Church of Canada urged
the then Archbishop of Canterbury, Charles Longleyconvene a gathering of bishops from all of the
Anglican provinces to bring some consistency tocimarch order of the various provinces. The meetin
took place in 1867 at the residence of the Archaypstif Canterbury, Lambeth Palace, and saw 76 of 144
sitting bishops in attendance. Ever since themlidan bishops from around the world, including the
bishops of the Episcopal Church, have been gatpatithe invitation of the Archbishop of Canterbtoy
discuss matters of theological importance and ploeg ways of being supportive of each other.

Hence, Archbishop Longley gave birth to a “lath Conference” that meets every ten years. The
good archbishop never intended these conferendasdtion as legislative bodies. They were to be
sources of wise counsel and venues for discussion.

If it is possible to speak of an “Anglican ggective” on church government and on unity witlote
Anglicans throughout the world, it would be wisesfmeak of such a perspective as being one thatsllo
each province of our Communion to order its lifeefly, while respecting the traditions of the pamt the
distinctive settings of Christians living in difeamt parts of the world. All said and done, theb&ishop
of Canterbury is not an absolute head of his chuetlalone of our Episcopal Church. While thenbjss
of some Anglican provinces may hold much power mwitheir own churches, they do not sit as a synod
with absolute authority over all those who callnttselves Episcopalians.

Good Queen Elizabeth | brought a sense ofdnée and a certain relish for ambiguity to her
embattled Church of England when she assumed tbeeh | for one, hope that all of us who clainbé
descendents of that Church will continue to mahifespirit that is tolerant and inclusive. In fadhope
that Anglicans throughout the world will come talize that our religious tradition is but one among
many, that our cherished doctrines evolved ovee tiamd that God is never completely knowable. &her
is always more to discover about God, ourselvesoamavorld.

Vestry Minutes Summary

August 21, 2007

Following opening prayers by The Rev. Lucy
Pellegrini, Carol Knauss requested additions to
the agenda. Madelaine Calise corrected the
minutes of June 26, 2007 as follows: page two,
paragraph two, change “Bill Davidson stated” to
Bill Davidson had previously stated that.” The
minutes of July 17, 2007 were corrected as
follows: page one, paragraph three, change “gift
that would...congregation” to “gift of $5,000
toward the rectory heating system” and
paragraph four, change “for the roof” to “for the
heating system.” Both minutes were approved
as corrected. Next the vestry approved the
financial reports of June 26, 2007 as submitted.
Carol reported a problem finding a supply priest
for August 27 but will continue trying to find
someone. Further, telephone service recently
interrupted has been fixed. The Rev. Lucy
Pellegrini provided updates regarding ill
parishioners.

Next, Lucy announced a gift of ceiling fans from
Alice Straight. Discussion regarding costs of
the fans and installation followed, including the
need for a lift. Tim Earle stated that high qualit
fans and installation would cost about $1,200.

In addition, rental of a lift would probably cost
$700. Carol Knauss mentioned need for a lift to
clean the rood screen and vestry members
considered doing both renovations at the same
time to utilize one rental fee for the lift but @ls
expressed preference to replace the fans as soon
as possible. To facilitate replacement this fall,
Lenore and Lucy agreed to request the loan of a
lift from Vergennes or Mount Abraham Union
High Schools. Lucy reported survey results for
outreach support of migrant workers and the
open door clinic. She also spoke with Mike
Reiderer about space at the Boys and Girls Club
for clothing donations, and though they have no
room for clothing donations, Mike suggested
possible cooperative ventures involving St.
Paul's youth. Further, Lucy announced that The
Presiding Bishop will be in Vermont for the
November convention. Tim Earle stated that the
MDC had mailed letters requesting more
information from eight candidates.

Betty Bristol reported that $8,400 had been paid
for rectory roof repairs. After reviewing the
designated funds report, Tim requested
clarification regarding entries under the
Roof/Rectory column. Following discussion
regarding relevant income and expenses, Betty
Bristol suggested the vestry address these items
in September after she had an opportunity to
review bills and payments with Helen Vrooman.
The current balance for designated funds was
$31,036.42.

Regarding rectory rehab plans, Madelaine and
Claire requested monies for paint and other
items needed for repairs before a candidate visits
and a further amount for repairs designated after
the new rector is called. Monies available might
be from the Rectory Fund, the Hansen Fund,
and, possibly, the Price Fund. Carol announced
that the Junior Warden is taking a couple months
leave and Carol will be on call. Next, Carol
agreed to recharge the batteries for the handheld
mike on Fridays or Saturdays.

Regarding the operating budget, Betty stated that
Helen had requested approval to pay an altar
guild bill above monies budgeted, for candles.
Next, Tim noted that flower guild expenses were
at 100% and maintenance and trash was also
high. The vestry approved payment for altar
guild expenses and the submitted operating
budget report. Further, the vestry approved
payment of $591 to Casella Waste Management
for the dumpster (rectory roof) and requested an
itemized bill. Tim Earle reported that the old
heating system had been removed and $1,650
should be deducted from Perkins’ bill. Claire
asked what items on the rectory rehab list should
be the highest priority. Madelaine replied that
the front door stoop and foyer were the highest
priority items. The vestry approved the motion
to allocate $500 for supplies to begin work on
the rectory rehab.

Lucy suggested that any garden bounty from
parishioners could be left in the parish hall.

With no further business to address, the meeting
was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
